For the office of Secretary-Treasurer, Richard DeCarlo was nominated by the Nominating Committee.

Mr. Corley called for any other nominations for the office of Secretary-Treasurer.
The state of Wyoming nominated Diane Pennington for the office of Secretary- Treasurer.  

The state of Oklahoma nominated Steve Colarusso for the office of Secretary-Treasurer.

Mr. Corley called for any other nominations for Region II Director.  There being none, Mr. Kindle was elected by acclamation.  Missouri moved and South Carolina seconded.  Motion is carried.

The state of Nevada advised the delegates they were interested in hosting the 2011 Conference in Las Vegas.   The state of Florida presented a video presentation of that city and all that it has to offer.

Mr. David Austin of Nevada addressed the delegates with the Nevada Board’s interest in hosting the 2011 Conference in Las Vegas Nevada and advised of their great ability to offer great hotel accommodations and the many beautiful areas of Nevada and all that it has to offer everyone’s interest.  

The Conference Committee asked the delegates to vote on the area of their choice of the states that graciously offered to host the 2011 Conference.  A vote of the delegates was taken to set the location of the 2011 Conference. The result of the delegates’ votes was that the 2011 Conference will be held in St. Augustine Florida.
Ms. Leslie Roste presented an informative program entitled “Salon Disinfection Guidelines, Best Practices and Current Events”

President’s Report

Greetings Delegates, Members and Special Guests:

Welcome to the National Interstate Council of State Boards of Cosmetology 54th Annual conference in Myrtle Beach, South Carolina.

The past two years have been incredible for me traveling across the country representing you as the President of NIC.  I have enjoyed connecting and collaborating with member states, member organizations and industry partners on behalf of NIC and our National Examination Committee (NEC).  The experience gained and the relationships formed have been invaluable and I thank you for the honor and privilege of representing you as President of this great Organization. 

We celebrate the 40th anniversary of the NIC National Examination Program this year.  I want to thank the members of the National Examination Committee for their time, hard work and commitment in carryout out NIC’s objective to provide a standardized, legally-defensible National Examination Program to the states.  During this past year, the NIC National Examination Committee has conducted multiple item writing, item review, referencing and cut score workshops; released multiple new test forms across disciplines to protect the integrity and security of the examination program; conducted a national nail tech job task analysis study and finalized new nail tech examinations and it has completed developing the survey instrument for the cosmetology and hair design job task analysis study.  

Since I was first elected to the office of the Presidency in 2007, there has been consistent growth in the National Examination Program.  We have been privileged to add Iowa and Utah to the Program in 2008 and California this year.  Two states have contracted to expand their use of NIC testing to include the barber and barber instructor written and practical examinations in Georgia and the tattooing, micropigmentation and body piercing written examinations in New Mexico.  

Currently 36 states, the District of Columbia and Guam participate in the NIC National Testing Program.  Of that number 21 states use the NIC practical examinations and 28 states use the barber/barber stylist examinations.  NIC is the national standard for licensure examinations and mobility of licensure in our Industry.  There is no other provider of cosmetology, barber and related examinations that meets this standard.  For this great responsibility much is given and much is required.  As your President and soon to be immediate past President I encourage all states to participate in the NIC National Testing Program to achieve national endorsement of licensees for all disciplines in our Industry and standardization of competency requirements across the United States.  

As with any dynamic program of the magnitude and scope of the NIC Examination Program there are growing pains and challenges to overcome.  In the testing industry, security of high-stakes examinations is an enormous issue and NIC is not immune to the security epidemic in the testing industry.  NIC is committed to protecting the integrity and security of the NIC Examination Program and has, and will continue to commit the resources necessary to ensure that states can rely on the NIC Examination Program for licensure and endorsement decisions.

Last year I reported to you that we were in the process of developing an Inspector Training Program, well that day has come.  NIC, in collaboration with PCS, has developed the Certified Regulatory Inspector/Investigator Training Certification program the details of which will be presented to you this afternoon.  I would like to thank PCS for taking the initiative to partner with NIC in this endeavor.

We were deeply saddened this year by the passing of Aurie J. Gosnell the founder of the NIC National Examination Program and a driving force in establishing NIC.  As we celebrate the 40th anniversary of the Examination Program we are committed to continuing the legacy of Mrs. Gosnell and in protecting the integrity and image of NIC.  We pledge to uphold the “Core Values” set forth by Mrs. Gosnell which are exemplified in our mission statement: “to promote the protection of the health, safety and welfare of the public and the professional workforce by actively pursuing excellence in cosmetology and related fields”. These values represent who we are as an organization and whatever we accomplish in the future NIC will owe, in no small part, to the foundation laid by Mrs. Gosnell.

To our member states and partners the establishment of a forum for member states to gather and share information and the establishment of licensing examinations to ensure that applicants are qualified to safely practice on the public have always been an important part of NIC’s past, present and hopefully future efforts to maintain a professional standard for cosmetologists, barbers and related professions.  NIC has a bright future if we all stand true to these principles and be willing to change only when change is absolutely necessary.

I am proud of my accomplishments with NIC and I am grateful to have had the opportunity to serve the membership of this great Organization.  My efforts and those of NIC and our accomplishments over the past two years could not have been achieved without an extremely competent and supportive Executive Board and staff. I want to thank each of you for your hard work, diligence and commitment to NIC.
