Election of Officers-

Mr. Corley conducted the NIC Elections and had Wayne Kindle read the Election Rules.  There were 24 States present who were eligible to vote.  Therefore a total of 24 States would be voting and there would be a majority of 13 votes to win an election.  Mr. Corley called the Nominating Committee Chair, Larry Walthers to advise the delegates of the slate of officers.

District of Columbia moved to adopt the slate of officers.   Oklahoma seconded.  Mr. Corley ruled that due to the Election Rules approved by the delegates the motion was out of order.

Kay Kendrick has been nominated for the office of NIC President.  Mr. Corley asked if there were any other nominations.    There being no other nominations,   Kay Kendrick was elected to the office of NIC President by acclamation.

Betty Leake has been nominated for the office of NIC Vice-President. Mr. Corley asked if there were any other nominations.    There being no other nominations, Betty Leake was elected to the office of NIC Vice President by acclamation.

Anwar Saleem has been nominated for the office of NIC Secretary-Treasurer.   Mr. Corley asked if there were any other nominations.  The state of Florida nominated Myra Jowers for the office of Secretary-Treasurer.  Missouri nominated Wayne Kindle for the office of NIC Secretary-Treasurer.  Mr. Corley advised that an election would be held and the individual that received the majority of the votes would be elected.  If no one receives a majority of votes, there will be a runoff election between the two remaining nominees who receive the most votes.

A vote of the delegates was taken and the results were as follows:

A second vote of the delegates was taken between Mr. Saleem and Mr.  Kindle.

Anwar Saleem received 11 votes

Wayne Kindle received 13 votes

Mr. Kindle was elected to the NIC office of Secretary/Treasurer.

Melanie Thompson has been nominated for the NIC office of Region I Director.  Mr. Corley called for any other nominations.  District of Columbia nominated Anwar Saleem.  

A vote of the delegates was taken and the results were as follows:

Melanie Thompson received 18 votes

Anwar Saleem received 6 votes.

Ms. Thompson was elected to the NIC office of Region I Director.

Tracy Smith has been nominated for the NIC office of Region II Director.  Mr. Corley called for any other nominations.  There being no other nominations, Tracy Smith was elected by acclamation.  

Bill Helton has been nominated for the NIC office of Region III Director.  Mr. Corley called for any other nominations.  There being no other nominations, Bill Helton was elected by acclamation.  

Marti Frasier has been nominated for the NIC office of Region IV Director.  Mr. Corley called for any other nominations.  There being no other nominations, Marti Frasier was elected by acclamation.

Betty Abernethy has been nominated for the office of the Board Administrator Representative. 

Mr. Corley called for any other nominations.  There being no other nominations, Betty Abernethy was elected by acclamation.

Iowa moved to have the ballots destroyed. Georgia seconded.  Motion carried.
