1. Call to Order

President Rosanne Kinley called the meeting to order.

3. Appointments

President Kinley made the following appointments:

4. Approval of Agenda

Morris made a motion, seconded by Kendrick, to approve the agenda authorizing the President to make changes or deviate from the agenda as warranted.  Motion carried.

5. Disposition of Minutes

Morris made a motion, seconded by Colarusso, to approve the minutes of the August 25, 2006 pre-conference and the August 28 post-conference executive board meetings.  Motion carried.

6. Officers Reports

President Kinley called for any recommendations and/or comments.  Kendrick reported that she was working on securing a representative from the FBI to make a presentation on fraudulent documents and how to identify such documents at the Region 1-2 meeting.  Morris stated that his report reflected his travel since 2005 for the benefit of new board members.  Hearing no other comments, written reports were accepted and will be attached to the minutes of the meeting.  
 


7. Comptroller Report – Ulsh distributed the financial report for the period July 1, 2006 through December 1, 2006 including the annual budget and year-to-date expenditures for each budgeted item.  Ulsh reported that the audit for Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2006 will be completed next week.  Financial and audit reports will be included in the State packets this year and distributed the opening day of the conference so that members have an opportunity to review the reports in advance of presentation thereof.  Ulsh stated that he planed to register for online banking in order to monitor our accounts.

NEC Report/Recommendations 

(a)
NCEA/NIC 2nd Tier Licensing Exam – The NEC recommended that a letter be sent to NCEA requiring submission of documents i.e. bylaws, board of directors, articles of incorporation, etc., for review.  Morris made the motion, seconded by Kendrick, to accept the NEC’s recommendation on this matter.  Motion carried. 

(b)
Scanner for Ohio.  The Committee recommended purchasing a scanner for OH advising that NIC would recover the cost for the scanner from OH once the contract is executed.  The Board accepted the recommendation.  Andrea Bledsoe (PCS) stated that she would check to see if PCS has a scanner available for sale and report back.


9.
Committee Reports.

President Kinley called for any recommendations and/or comments.  Dahlquist, Co-Chair of the Education Committee reported that she would be meeting with Kinley and Norton to discuss some of the Committee’s recommendations for the conference program.  Kendrick recommended that the Legislative report not contain the breakdown of disciplinary fines in each state but just reference those states that have the authority for informational purposes.  Kendrick stated that eliminating the disciplinary fine schedule for each state would reduce the cost to print the reports distributed to the states.  The Board approved Kendrick’s recommendation.  Hearing no other recommendations or comments, written reports were accepted and will be appended to the minutes.

 Old Business

a)  Trademark Application.  President Kinley has signed the application and the application has been filed by the McNair Law Firm.  The process of examination and obtaining the printed registration takes approximately ten to twelve months.

New Business

a)  Cimaglia Award.  This year marks the 80th anniversary of Milady and Sandra Bruce of Milady requested that the Board consider reinstating the Nick Cimaglia Award.  Morris made a motion, seconded by Young, to approve Milady awarding the Cimaglia Award, instead of NIC, at the conference this year.  Morris will advise Bruce of the Board’s decision.


b) Administrator Training – Morris stated that Administrator training is one of the items listed on the strategic plan.  Morris stated that a state has requested that an NIC administrator provide such training.  Training would focus on examination administration and security issues, licensing/renewal processes and supporting documentation, customer service and other administrative processes as may be determined by the trainer in collaboration with the state.   Young made a motion, seconded by Kendrick, to send an administrator willing to provide the training, authorize a three-day training session with two additional days for travel, reimburse the administrator (trainer) for travel expenses and pay the administrator (trainer) a stipend equivalent to that paid to SMEs.  Motion carried.  President Kinley asked Betty Abernethy if she would agree to provide the training and Abernethy agreed.

c) President’s Travel Itinerary – Morris made a motion, seconded by Colarusso, to approve the President’s travel itinerary.  Motion carried.  


d) Website.  President Kinley appointed Kendrick, Colarusso and Young to serve on the website ad hoc committee to work with Norton and Kinley on redesigning the NIC website.  The committee’s tasks are to focus on the graphics, functionality, layout (user friendliness), content, etc. and make recommendations to the Board.  It was recommended to keep the website simple and basically menu driven.  There was discussion about adding a page on career opportunities in cosmetology and related professions and also a separate function to be bid was development of a NIC examination data base containing the names of candidates that have passed the NIC examination.  This would require development of software to upload data to the website. 

e) Non-member attendance at region meeting/conference.  Young stated that when he met with the Mississippi Barber Board interest was expressed about attending NIC meeting/conference.  It was decided that barber boards members who do not qualify for membership but want to attend the meetings/conferences could do so at the invitation of the President.


f) NABBA Proposal.  In a letter to the Board, Charles Kirkpatrick, Executive Office for NABBA, stated that most barber boards write their own barber exams and Kirkpatrick offered a proposal that may provide an incentive for more barber boards to participate in the NIC testing program.  Kirkpatrick proposed that NABBA receive a portion of the exam fee proceeds for the barber exams that would go towards funding the NABBA conferences.  Kirkpatrick stated that such action would be an incentive for the barber boards to participate as funding would be used only by NABBA to help fulfill its mission which in turn helps the barber industry as a whole.  NIC would benefit as more barber boards participate in the testing program.  Kirkpatrick also proposed that NEC use board members of NABBA as SMEs who would be NIC best supporters and promoters for getting barber boards to participate in the testing program.  The Board was open to the concepts proposed by Kirkpatrick and decided to invite a representative(s) from NABBA to attend the Executive Board meeting in June to discuss the proposal further and would make written and practical examinations available for review.  


g) NC Cost Proposal.  President Kinley has been working with the NC Cosmetology Board to return to the NIC testing program.  Kinley requested that PCS and LaserGrade come up with a cost proposal within NC’s budget and submit the proposal to the NEC.  Kinley advise Norton to contact DL Roope Administrations and request a proposal.   

h) 2008 conference.  It was announced that the 2008 conference will be held in Jackson Hole, WY, October 4-6.  


i) NOCA.  Young reported on the NOCA conference that he and Manna attend last month.

· A workshop is being scheduled for January 13-15,2007 for a review of the


Vietnamese examinations.  LaFaye Austin is currently working on obtaining the SME’s and will be in charge of this workshop.

· A workshop for the 2nd Tier Esthetic Examination is being scheduled for the purpose of item writing and setting a cut score.

· Workshops are being scheduled for February 24-26, 2007 to set a cut score


for the Barber Examination and for the Electrology examinations for item

Once again thank you for allowing Mary and I to attend the NOCA conference.  As was the case the last time the number one gain from the conference is the reassurance of the great job SMT is doing for us.   We also spent some quality time with our partners especially SMT.  The exhibit hall was something of a disappointment. Please note Thomson Prometric had a large presence.  Our friends from Promissor were noticeably absent however Pearson Vue was there.  During a visit with someone from Smith Bucklin I learned that the NCA has decided to develop State Board exams and has hired a testing company to develop the exams. I did not get the name of the developer or the person from Smith Bucklin.

Most of the sessions have to do with certification and not licensing.  However there were a couple of good classes on marketing.  One class had to do with branding or creating an image.  One of the key points that were made was to go to the states and get their input on our product.  Set up focus groups in different regions and have them give us input on our test.  Another key point was aligning our name and our mission with the issues of our industry.  I think we do well but we can stand some improvement.

We also attended two classes on NOCA accreditation as well as spending some time with Dr. Schroeder.  While the NOCA classes were informative the main thing that I got out of the classes and Dr. Schroeder is that accreditation separates us from the other exams and becomes a useful marketing tool.  I am sure that NOCA accreditation process is not that much different than the other accreditation.  Basically you compile your information on all facets of the examination process using their forms and then submit them to the commissioners of the accrediting body.  They address any deficiencies that your procedures may have.  You correct them and receive your accreditation.  Having worked in accreditation as a NACCAS commissioner I found the process very similar. If you we can get the information from the other agency I would be happy to look through the process and see if I can be of any help.  

We attended a class on global expansion that was very interesting.  One testing group hired an outside agency Pearson Vue to go into the international locations to handle the testing.  Security was a driving force.  The nurses group was using the international testing because so many foreign nurses are moving to the US.  This helps eliminate the need to test hear.  Reduces the cost and they can become part of the workforce sooner.  They also talked about targeting the countries that would be best suited to deliver the test.  For example the Philippians are one of the largest suppliers of Nurses but security was a question.  They choose Korea and Japan instead for the testing sights.  I think we might be premature but if we really want to expand internationally the handout provides an excellent blueprint for international expansion.  

Again Mary and I thank you for the opportunity to attend the NOCA Convention and be assured we are in good hands.
