Old Business

a) Fee Increase for NIC Examinations & Examiner Training.

Dahlquist advised that there is a need to raise fees for the examinations as well as for the examiner training.  Abernethy explained the budget constraints for most

Boards as it relates to raising fees and the need for proper notice so that states can prepare for a fee increase.  Abernethy made a motion, seconded by Kendrick, to increase the examination fee for all examination titles to $20 effective July 1, 2012.  Discussion was held.   Norton discussed the fact of the various contracts that exist between NIC and the individual states and how those contracts may affect the implementation of any increases to those states. Corley recommended that the President appoint a committee of 3 Executive Board members to review this matter and bring a recommendation back to the Board.   The motion was withdrawn.  Dahlquist appointed Abernethy, Saleem and Ditzler to serve on a committee with Abernethy as Chair to research the matter of increasing exam and training fees, and bring a recommendation back to the Board at its next meeting.
b) Milady Proposal regarding online Infection Control Training module

Kendrick advised the Committee that she had reviewed the module and found it to be similar to the NIC Health and Safety requirements.  Discussion was held and Kendrick advised that NIC would place it on the NIC web site. A question was raised as to whether this would require that this module be referenced to the NIC examinations. Kendrick stated she would contact Sandra Bruce of Milady and bring back additional information as to the specific purpose that NIC would play in placing this module on the NIC web site and any other details that are relevant to NIC.

c) Aurie Scholarship-affirm change in Cmt. Review – question re: school affiliation

The Board reviewed the proposed requirements of the Aurie Scholarship program and the recommendations made by some members of the 2010 Scholarship Committee.  A recommendation to change the process of application review whereby none of the region committee would review applicants from their own region was considered.  Abernethy made a motion, seconded by DeCarlo, to approve the change of the review process.  Motion carried.  With the change in the review process there was an inquiry as to whether it was still necessary to prohibit committee members from being associated with a school.  Kendrick made a motion, seconded by Ditzler, to permit persons serving on the scholarship committees to be associated with a school thus removing the language from the scholarship procedures prohibiting such affiliation.  Motion carried.  
d) Recommendations for Audit
Austin provided information to the Board regarding the NIC Audit containing some recommendations for the Board’s consideration.  This matter was moved to the next meeting agenda.  DeCarlo made a motion, seconded by Kindle, to direct that the Audit for the period ending June 30, 2010 be completed and ready by August 27, 2010.  Motion Carried.  Ditzler made a motion, seconded by Kindle, to direct that the Audit for the period ending June 30, 2010, be completed and ready two weeks prior to the conference.  Motion carried.

New Business

a) Approval of President’s travel itinerary

Discussion was held as to why this item appears on every Agenda.  Norton advised that NIC Procedure requires that it be placed on the Board’s Agenda for each meeting.  Kendrick made the motion, seconded by Abernethy, to approve the President’s travel as required to conduct normal business of NIC and that any international travel would have to be approved separately.  Motion carried. 
b) Decide on next EB meeting 

The dates of June 27and 28, 2010 to be held in Dunedin Florida.  All members were asked to check their schedules and advise the President if those dates
