4. Approval of Agenda
Colarusso moved to approve the agenda with the noted items being added.  Pennington seconded.  Motion carried.


5. Old Business

a) California – Corley
Mr. Corley advised that negotiations are ongoing and progress has been made, however, their Governor has ordered their 3rd budget cuts.  Therefore we do not expect any action this year.

Mr. Morris is asking that Mr. Corley inquire as to status of the Wisconsin contract.  Mr. Corley advised that he will get with Debra Norton and compose a letter.

PCS

Ms. Austin called on Ms. Bledsoe to explain PCS’s request for a contract, 


as well as D L Roope.  Ms. Bledsoe, of PCS and Deborah Roope, of D L 
Roope are asking for a contract from NIC as preferred administration 
companies.  Discussion was held.  Ms. Bledsoe indicated that she would 
provide a contract for PCS/NIC and 
D L Roope/NIC for Mr. Corley and 
Debra 
Norton’s review.


Kinley moved to enter a contract with PCS and D L Roope as 
preferred administration partners for NIC.  Jones seconded. Motion 
carried.
d)
NIC/ACE Korea

Mr. Corley advised the Committee of the contract that NIC had with ACE 


and ultimately, he was directed to notify ACE that NIC wished to exercise 



our right to cancel the Contract.  Mr. Lee is again interested in contracting 
for the NIC examinations, written and practical.  A contract was sent to 
Mr. Lee and his Board of Directors wrote back and requested some 
changes.  Mr. Corley advised that during a discussion with Mr. Lee via his 
interpreter he was informed that all of the financial terms were non 
negotiable.  Mr. Lee indicated he had a concern with the cost of the 


the NIC proctors.  We indicated to Mr. Lee that we would look into


the matter with the NIC Executive Board and get back with him after the 


Board has time to make a decision on this.  Mr. Corley suggested that 
Debra and Mary work out a budget but also determine a group of people to 
act as administrators for the examinations that could total 2000 candidates.


Mr. Morris advised that NIC will hire its own interpreter to accompany the


NIC proctors.  Mr. Corley advised that there was a question


regarding the exam fee of $50 for both written and practical.  Mr. Lee felt


that the $50 for written was fine, however, on the practical as they will be


paying their Korean examiners, a fee adjustment here is requested.   The 


other issues are the bond, but when Mr. Corley explained the insurance 
that NIC offers, they accepted it.   Mr. Lee explained that his board is not


happy with the time it has taken, and in fact, he explained that he has paid


for his trip in an effort to resolve issues.  Mr. Corley advised that


we do need to act on this as soon as we can.  Mary Manna asked in regard 
to a reduction in the practical exam fee, does the Board wish to do this, if 
not, there is no need to put figures on paper if it is not negotiable.  Mr. 
Colarusso stated that he felt we should stay with the $50 per exam and see 
if it is acceptable first before we lower the cost. Mr. Morris stated that the 
rate of pay for the Proctor with Korea is non-negotiable, but the figure that 
is paid to the proctors by NIC is negotiable.  Colarusso moved to have 
Mr. Corley, Debra, Mary and Kirby move forward with the 
negotiations on the ACE contract. Brown seconded.  Motion carried. 
New Business
