EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

WASHINGTON, DC

August 29, 2005

1. Call to Order - Newly elected President Rosanne Kinley called the meeting to order.


2. Roll Call of Officers – Present: Rosanne Kinley, Kirby Morris, LaFaye Austin, Jackie Dahlquist, Debbie Elliot, Diane Orndorff, Ken Young and Geneal Thompson.  Absent Kevin Huepel, excused.  Also present Larry Walthers, Debra Norton, Mary Manna, Patrick Ulsh, Wendell Petersen, Andrea Bledsoe, Saphonia Gee, Valeria McPherson, Pam Roland.


3. Appointments
  
 a) Parliamentarian- Kirby Morris
  
 b) Sergeant-At-Arms- Ken Young


4. Approval of Agenda –Morris moved to approve the agenda. Austin seconded.  Motion carried. Elliot requested that Goals be added to the agenda. Petersen requested discussion regarding FARB. Dahlquist requested that Procedures be added under old business.

Old Business:


a) Procedures - Dahlquist advised that as Chair of the Procedures Committee she had met with Young and the Committee is presenting an amendment to the NIC Procedures. Specifically, to amend Article VIII, Section B, Item 3 of the Procedures to provide that each officer shall be entitled to attend up to two or more meetings of the Executive Board and actual expenses up to $3500 may be allocated to each member for travel expenses.  Morris advised that the previous Executive Board at their pre-conference meeting approved this amendment and asked Dahlquist to submit a proposed amendment to the procedures to the incoming Board.  This action was taken due to the increase in travel costs such as airfare, hotel etc. and we believe that the increase from $2,500 to $3500 is reasonable. Dahlquist stated that we do have procedures in place that directs a maximum, for example, food costs at $75, however, if you don’t spend $75 in food, it does not mean you get the full $75 but are reimbursed for actual expenses only. Morris moved to approve the Procedures Committee’s recommendation to amend Article VIII, Section B, Item 3 of the Procedures. Austin seconded.  Motion carried. 

6.
New Business:


a) Authorized Credit Card Holders.
  


Morris stated he is an authorized cardholder and asked the Board to consider that the members of the committee of examiner trainers and exam reviewers have a card, if they so wish.  The trainers are Brenda Mathre, Hill, Young and myself. Walthers is on the committee but he declines a credit card. Ulsh advised that currently Morris, Mathre, Kinley, Manna, Hill and himself have an NIC credit card. Kinley commented that the only addition would be Young. Young advised that at this time he is declining, however, if his travel becomes heavy then he reserves the right to request a card at that time. Kinley advised she sees no problem with that. Manna advised that she does have a credit card and does obtain Walthers’ airline tickets. Petersen stated that as Manna had just said that she obtains tickets for Walthers, is this extended to other Board Members? Manna responded yes, however, she would ask permission to do so from either Kinley or Walthers. Morris stated that any purchases made online, via credit card, should immediately be reported to Ulsh as to the item purchased, the amount and purpose of the transaction. The Board concurred with the recommendations for authorized cardholders


b)  Authorized Signatories-bank accounts


Morris moved to authorize the President and Comptroller as signatories on the bank account. Young seconded.  Motion carried.


c)  Executive Board Meeting – Date and Location.


There was discussion regarding dates and locations suitable for the next meeting.  It was decided to meet on January 7, 8, and 9, 2006.  Members will arrive on January 6 and depart on January 10. Morris stated that we would have to check on Mr. Kinney’s schedule before setting a definite date for the strategic planning meeting. Ulsh inquired if the President wanted him to attend these meetings. Kinley stated that Ulsh should attend the Executive Board and NEC meetings. Young moved to authorize President Kinley to decide the final dates and the location for the next meetings of the Board and NEC and communication of her decision to follow at a later date.  Elliott seconded.  Motion carried.


d) Recommendations from Region Directors as to possible locations and


dates for meetings.


Elliott advised that Regions I and II are combining their meetings, however, they have requested that we do not go North.  We have April 28, 29 and 30, 2006 as a tentative date and a location will be determined later. Thompson advised that Regions III and IV are considering the third week of April or May, with the location to be determined later. Kinley will review her calendar and get back with the Region Directors. Young stated that he defers to Thompson and he will help in any way he can. 
   


e) New Member Contact Information – information was collected.


f) Approval of President’s travel itinerary.


Morris moved that the President should travel as needed on behalf of NIC. Austin seconded.  Motion carried.


g) FARB


Petersen stated that NIC belongs to FARB, and usually the President or


his/her designee attends the board of directors’ meeting and leadership conference.  Either the President or the Executive Board’s designee is a member of the FARB Board of Directors.  Petersen stressed that he felt CLEAR was more beneficial to NIC as FARB offers a program of continuing education that is directed towards attorneys. Petersen recommended that we discontinue this membership. Young moved to drop our membership in FARB. Dahlquist seconded.  Motion carried. 


h) Goals 


Elliott stated that she would like to have us set goals and objectives


for the next year.  She would like to see that the survey is sent out to all of


the states, the partners and to each of you as she believes that survey responses will assist in the strategic planning process.  In this way, we will be able to come to our next meeting with some information. Kinley stated that she would like Elliott to Chair the Committee for Strategic Planning.  Elliott also stated that we should begin working on the mobility agreement and get that out to our states.


Morris stated that we need to set aside a special meeting time for Ohio to explain the pricing on our prior contractual agreement with Ohio and NIC’s proposal that was submitted in response to Ohio’s last RFP.  According to the Ohio Board it did not get to make the decision on its testing vendor.

Young moved to adjourn. Morris seconded.  Motion carried.
