Darlene Battaiola

Rosanne Kinley advised that Darlene Battaiola had requested


to be placed on the agenda.  Ms. Battaiola discussed with the


Board her opinion that NIC is not meeting the needs of its


members and specifically identified areas such as other services


and/or programs that would assist in identifying disciplinary 


actions on individuals from other states; how committee work


could be better enhanced if monies were put aside for meetings


to be held; the budgeting process should include monies placed


for offering other programs, as well as more information should


be given as it relates to the prior year’s budget, actual year end


expenditures comparison along with the projected new budget.


Lafaye Austin stated that she has attempted to ask for better


itemization and that is what is being requested.  Patrick Ulsh


stated that an issue that needs to be looked at is how vouchers


are submitted and broken out.  Rosanne Kinley stated that


if the voucher comes in without a proper breakout, it should


be returned with a note asking for further explanation.  Ms. 
Battaiola stated that she felt that the Committee appointments


were very closed in that she has signed up many times in the


past years and was never utilized.  Ken Young, Rosanne Kinley


addressed her concerns by pointing out that there are times


when there are not sufficient individuals signed up. Kinley pointed 
out that three of our Executive Board Members are new members.


Kirby Morris reviewed NIC’s strategic plan and pointed out


that some of Battaiola’s suggestions are listed and that out of 14
            items, 
10 items have been implemented.  Kirby Morris stated that
            we are responsive and when we are asked for information we 
            supply 
it the next year.  Mr. Heupel said that we might be
            responsive but we are short termed; we need to start looking 5 – 10
            years out.  Michael Hill stated that in regard to the Strategic Plan


every time we get together there is always one more thing for us


to do.  Hill stated that if you want a 5 year plan, he didn’t know
            how we are going to  do that.  Mr. Hill stated that when he spoke to
           individual attendees they had nothing but positive comments. I feel
           that we opened some new avenues this year, Debbie has been
          working here in Maine, and Kirby has as well. Kirby Morris stated
          that there are people on this Board that do not work and in his 

          opinion, you want something done, start working. 
j)
Kevin Heupel brought up the fact that he feels the Executive


Board should be paid just as the NEC.  He commented that


other organizations that he is involved with as a director, are paid 
$500 per month.   Rosanne Kinley advised that this requires a by-
law change and it has been proposed and it was voted down.


Kevin Huepel stated that he is recommending that he be


put on the by-law committee to work on this. 

k)
Rosanne Kinley has passed out Betty Abernethy’s


report and she has thanked us for sponsoring


the Thursday night dinner for the Administrators, and


is asking us to sponsor next year’s dinner.  Kirby Morris


moved to have NIC sponsor the Administrator’s


Dinner for 2007.  Kevin Huepel seconded.  Motion 


carried.

l)
Kevin Huepel advised that the Administrators’ group


is recommending Sue Monge, South Dakota and Kathy Wittum of


Arkansas be appointed as Co Chairs for the 2007 Administrators’


Meeting.  Antoinette Griego from New Mexico, Peggy Forfeit 
from Delaware and Sue Wilson, from Oregon be appointed to


the Committee as they have all volunteered.

m)
Kirby Morris advised that the NEC is recommending that NIC


consider purchasing the Prometric Cosmetology program, known 
prior as Experior.  We are recommending the purchase of the 
Cosmetology area only.  Ken Young moved that we have Mr. 
Corley, our legal counsel researches the possible purchase.
