Monday, November 10, 2003

1. Call to Order

President Petersen called the meeting to Order


2. Roll Call of Officers

Roll was called by Huff.  The following members were present:

Also in attendance were: Michael Hill (NEC), Aurie Gosnell (NEC), Larry Walthers (NEC), Dana Anderson-Pancoe (SMT), Claus Lang (PCS), Mary Manna (NEC Examination Coordinator), Jerry Brook (Editor-in-Chief), Debra Norton (Administrative Services Coordinator) and Lois Wiskur (Past President).



3. Appointments

President Petersen made the following appointments
   
a) Parliamentarian – Larry Walthers
   
b) Sergeant-At-Arms – Michael Hill


4. Approval of Agenda.

A motion was made by Morris and seconded by Abernethy to approve the agenda with authorization that the President may change or deviate from the agenda as warranted.  Motion carried.


5. Disposition of Minutes

A motion was made by Morris and seconded by Abernethy to approve the minutes of the August 22, 2003 pre-conference meeting.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Abernethy and seconded by Mathre to approve the minutes of the August 25, 2003 post-conference meeting.  Motion carried.



6. Officers’ Reports

Officers submitted written reports to be attached to the minutes of the meeting.  Officers gave an oral report on their respective activities since assuming the duties of their respective offices.

Willis reported that Regions I and II would hold a joint meeting.  The tentative dates and location of the meeting for these regions are May 1-3, 2003 in Nashville, TN.  Davidson reported that Regions III and IV would hold a joint meeting as well.  The tentative dates and location of the meeting for these regions are April 3-5, 2003 in Salt Lake City, UT. It was stated that the decision to hold joint meetings this year was to encourage a larger attendance at the region meetings.

Davidson inquired as to whether school owners were permitted to attend the region meeting in Utah.  The Board decided that meetings are for NIC members but any school owner scheduled to speak or sponsor a function at the meeting would be permitted to attend the meeting.

Davidson reported that she would start working on Utah and Nevada board members to encourage their attendance at the Region III/IV meeting.

Abernethy stated that she would contact all board administrators to encourage attendance at region meetings.  Abernethy also stated that she would send the NIC brochure, information about the 2004 conference and the directories of administrators that she has left to the administrators as well.


7. NEC Report/Recommendations

Hill reported that a workshop would be held in Dunedin in February 2004.  The NEC will meet on February 6 and the workshop will be held February 7-9.

Hill reported that a study guide proposal would be presented at the February meeting of the NEC.  There has been discussion about placing the study guide on the NIC web site with payment for accessing the study guide by credit card.

It was reported that Hill would conduct the examiner-training workshop along with D.L. Roope in Missouri April 4-5, 2003.

Hill reported that the video the members viewed yesterday had been adapted to improve the sound quality after the problems experienced in Arkansas.  The video was well received at the Georgia and Ohio workshops.  Another video recording will be made to improve background quality and have better close up shots.

Abernethy informed the NEC that one of the New Hampshire school owners attending the AACS convention reported that his students were failing the examination because New Hampshire supports a noncompensatory testing method.  Manna will check with D.L. Roope on this matter and report back to the NEC.

Morris informed the NEC that the Ohio Barber Board may be interested in participating in the testing program.  Manna will follow up on this matter.

Norton inquired as to which examiner training option proposed by DL Roope was approved by the NEC and was advised that option one was selected.

Hill reported that the updated training materials are scheduled for release by the end of the month.  It was decided that the verbals and candidate information bulletins would be posted on the NIC web site.  Manna will forward verbal instructions and Pancoe will forward candidate information bulletins to Brooks to post on the NIC web site.


8. Committee Reports

President Petersen stated that committee reports would be made a part of the minutes and called for any comments.

Board Administrators Committee - Abernethy reported that she would be working with Eddie Jones on the board administrators annual meeting and that she has consulted with Jones on declining offers from sponsors for the meeting. 

Bulletin Committee - Abernethy reported that she was able to get Bob McKee, Director of the Alabama Board, to write an article for the bulletin on his insights as past legislator to current board administrator.  It was decided that barber boards would be added to the mailing list to receive the bulletin.  Pancoe requested contact information for all barber boards.

Endorsement Committee – Mathre was asked to forward a copy of the 2002-endorsement report to Hill.  Brooks was asked to post the 2002-endorsement report on the web site.

Editor-In-Chief/Web site – Brooks reported that he and Norton have worked on creating one master database to use as a mailing list and to develop the 2003/04 directory.  Brooks reported that the directory was on the web site.    Norton inquired as to whether the directory should be mailed to the states, sent electronically or should the states be advised that the directory may be downloaded from the web site.  The Board decided that directories should be mailed to all states including copies for all board members in each state. 

The Board viewed the NIC web page and decided that the calendar of events should include test development workshops, school overviews and training dates.  Also minutes from executive board meetings and the NIC health and safety standards should be posted to the web site as well.


9. Old Business

a) 2004 conference – Norton reported that the conference would be held at the Omni Richmond hotel in Richmond Virginia.  As directed at the last meeting, Norton contacted the Omni to block additional guest & meeting rooms for the NEC to meet two days as opposed to one day as previously contracted.  With the change the schedule for the 2004 conference was reported as:

There was discussion as to whether a two-day meeting for the NEC was required and if it was necessary for the Executive Board to attend the NEC meeting.  It was decided that the NEC would only meet for one day and it would not be necessary for all the executive board members to attend the meeting.  Norton will contact the hotel and drop the guest and meeting rooms according to the change in schedule and will drop the rooms blocked for Huff, Austin, Davidson, Kinley and Willis for arrival on August 25.

Petersen confirmed his arrival on August 24 and will advise Norton at a later date as to whether he will depart on August 30 or August 31.   

10. New Business

a) Comptroller Bond - Norton reported that Ulsh had attempted to secure a $500,000 bond pursuant to the NIC bylaw that requires the comptroller to be bonded in an amount of not less than twice the net worth of the NIC at the end of the preceding fiscal year.  Since Ulsh is an independent contractor as opposed to an employee of the NIC, the bonding company would only agree to write a bond in the amount of $100,000.  When Ulsh attempted to secure a bond for the lower amount the bonding company advised him that it would require a letter of authorization from the NIC.


There was discussion about the current separation of duties.  Norton explained the internal control procedures and further advised the board that all bank statements and cancelled checks are forwarded directly to her and are reviewed before being forwarded to the Comptroller.  A motion was made by Morris and seconded by Willis to authorize Norton to write a letter to the bonding company authorizing a bond in the amount of $100,000.  Motion carried.  Norton was directed to draft a bylaw amendment consistent with the decision made regarding this matter.

b) FARB – Norton reported that an application to join the Federation of Associations of Regulatory Boards (FARB) had been received and that the amount of the membership dues was $750 a year.  Abernethy reported on the type of education training and material available through FARB.  A motion was made by Abernethy and seconded by Willis to join the association.  Motion carried.

c) 2005 conference - Norton reported that she had sent notices to all states that bid for the 2005 conference and requested that each board contact two hotels the state would recommend for the conference and request that the hotel forward sales agreements.  Agreements were sent from the states of Alaska and Wyoming and from the District of Columbia.
 
Norton presented a synopsis of five sales agreements.  There was discussion about the various hotels one of which was the Marriott Washington in DC.  The Board was advised that the NIC had held its 1996 conference at the Marriott.  The motion was made by Morris and seconded by Huff to authorize Norton to pursue a contract agreement with the Marriott for the 2005 conference.  Motion carried. 

d) Direct Deposits - Norton reported that several states have inquired about remitting payment for testing fees by direct deposit as opposed to warrants.  Abernethy reported on how states are going in this direction, as it is a significant cost saving to the states.  The motion was made by Morris and seconded by Willis to set up direct deposits with states requesting this type of arrangement for payment of test fees.  Motion carried.

e) Spring executive board meeting. President Petersen announced the Spring meeting schedule: April 24 – Committee meetings, April 25 – NEC meeting, April 26 – Executive Board meeting.  Two locations, New York City and Nashville, were discussed as possible meeting sites. Several members expressed concern over the prices in New York. It was decided to meet in New York if hotel rooms are affordable otherwise the meetings will be held in Nashville.  Willis will contact David Wahl about securing rooms under the IBS block and report back to Norton.  Norton will forward the information to the Board for a decision.

f) Indemnification clause.  There was discussion that the NIC should have an indemnification clause in its agreements with testing vendors and developers from any loss of copy written materials by companies who administer or develop our examinations.  A motion was made by Morris and seconded by Abernethy to direct Norton to advise Corley to draft agreements or addendum to current contracts as warranted to provide an indemnification clause to ensure that the NIC is protected from any loss incurred in the event of a security breach.  Motion carried.

g) Dun & Bradstreet.  Norton reported that DC could no longer do business with companies that are not registered with Dun & Bradstreet.  Norton has applied for a number that will take approximately 30 days to be assigned. 

h) Conflict of Interest.  President Petersen reported that he had been contacted to serve as an expert witness in a case involving J.C. Penny Company.  Petersen declined pending advice from the board on whether it considered involvement in the matter as a conflict of interest.  It was reported that Corley had previously advised the board that testifying in a case on matters relating to a member’s expertise in the profession was not a conflict.  The Board concurred.

i) Comptroller.  Huff reported that she would be unable to attend the Spring meeting.  The motion was made by Morris and seconded by Abernethy to authorize Comptroller Ulsh to attend the Spring meeting with reimbursement for travel and related expenses for arrival on April 25 and departure on April 27.  Motion carried.  President Petersen directed Norton to notify Ulsh of the Board’s decision.

j) Consulting fees.  Morris reported that he, Walthers and Petersen would be traveling to China to sign the contract the week prior to Thanksgiving.  Morris stated that this week is one of the busiest seasons for a cosmetologist and that he, Larry and Wendell would lose a considerable amount of income being away from their respective businesses for six days.  Abernethy stated that in additional to losing income while traveling on behalf of the NIC, there were inherent risk factors to consider when traveling out of the United States.  While on the subject of consulting fees, there was also discussion that the consulting fees paid to subject matter experts (SMEs) had not been increased for years.  It was also discussed that to secure qualified SMEs for exam development the NIC needed to increase consulting fees.  A motion was made by Abernethy and seconded by Huff to increase consulting fees for SMEs from $200 to $300 a day and that Morris, Walthers and Petersen be paid a flat sum of $2,100 for the trip to China.  Motion carried.

11. Adjourn.  A motion was made by Abernethy and seconded by Huff to adjourn.  Motion carried.

Report of the President

Ladies and Gentlemen:

I have had the pleasure serving the NIC membership following our Installation in August during the 48th Annual Conference in Sacramento, CA.  This all has been a great learning experience that I hope each of you on this Executive Board will one day have the opportunity.

Following the California conference I made all committee assignments that you have all agreed to participate on.  I hope that should anyone have any problems or concerns as to the functions of the committee or what the committee members are to be doing, that you will please contact me and discuss the issues.  I took into consideration, what I felt where people that could work as a team and make any necessary changes for the NIC organization that will be of benefit for all NIC.  As older and newer members of the Executive Board and state board members that are chairman or serving on a committee; this is your time to let other members of NIC know who and what your contributions to the Council have been.  

In September, NIC Vice President Brenda Mathre, Sue Sansom and myself as NIC President went to Toronto, Ontario to attend and participate in the CLEAR (Council on Licensing, Enforcement and Regulation) Conference.  This was beneficial, as we were able to hear first hand the types of concerns that other professional licensing boards and members have in the regulations of the licensee and keeping the protection of the public first.  Mrs. Mathre and I, attended a class on creating a Job Analysis that was facilitated by Dr. Reed Castle of Schroeder Measurement Technology, Inc. (SMT) that gave me a better understanding of what the National Examination Committee (NEC) has before its committee right now.  We had the opportunity to visit with many other testing vendors and regulators that all market to make our boards and lives easier.  I feel that the group of SMT, Professional Credential Services, Inc. (PCS) and Lasergrade could not be better suited for a partnership with NIC. It was nice to be able to put a face with the names and acronyms that we all hear from time to time.  If anyone should have a question pertaining to the CLEAR conference, please ask me at a later time and I will be happy to give you additional information.

Before the conference in California, we were presented with the information of a breach in Wisconsin.  Our General Counsel, Mr. O.Wayne Corley at NIC’s request contacted the Wisconsin Barbering and Cosmetology Examining Board concerning a breach during a Continental Testing Service (CTS) administered examination. The correspondence included a request for payment for the lost exam (Nail Technician).  The Wisconsin DRL responded that under contract that places the responsibility for security and the liability for lost examination material on CTS. The lost exam material (booklet), minus the cover was retrieved from the translator who signed an affidavit that he took it home by accident and did not copy it. At the present time, we are waiting for the decision of the NEC as to how they would like the general counsel to proceed.  

Breaches have been a large problem that the NEC and NIC has had to deal with over the past two years and this has been very costly for NIC to protect its testing program from poor administration and handling of our examinations.

I recently participated in a Test Development workshop in Dunedin, FL at the SMT offices during October that included item writing, review and approval of new test forms for the Instructors, Nail Technician and the Esthetician examinations.

The week of November 16th following the NIC Executive Board meeting in Miami, FL. Immediate Past President Kirby Morris, Past President Larry Walthers and I will travel to Shanghai, China to meet with the Shanghai Labor Bureau for the signing of a three-year contract for NIC to provide Nail Technician written and practical examinations.  With this trip we will discuss their use of the NIC Cosmetology examinations in the future and NIC’s training of their examiners.  We will also travel to Chengdu, Sichuan to visit the Pivot College.  The Pivot Point College is a university grade hair and beauty college; is a High Vocational Training College; is the only college with over 1500 hours hair course and is the only hair and beauty college that has been approved and recognized by the China Government.  I would like to thank Leo Passage and Pivot Point for their part in helping make all of this possible for NIC, and to future developments between our organizations and Chinese Government. 

As with the body of this report, if there is any question as to what I as President have done, please feel free to contact me and I will be happy to give you the information.

There were 3 representatives from Experior, 2 men and 1 woman.  They presented to Michigan that they were aware of some of the complaints and came to voice their position.  School owners were questioning the credibility of the rater trainers and the qualifications of raters.  Experior replied by stating “all rater trainers must be licensed cosmetologists”.  I then presented the question to them as to “who trains your rater trainers?” Also, does the cosmetologist have to be active, or simply have an active license? How often do you train and how long does it take? Do you follow up? They replied to me with names of two people who trained everybody.  An ex NIC employee’s name came up in this conversation, and a few references that some of the people whom helped them in this area were ex employees of SMT.  They made several comments about their confidence in these trainers, and they did trainings once a year, with no actual review of the progress of the trainees.  I responded by requesting that when they come to Michigan that I be allowed to sit in on the training session for raters.  Experior promised to notify me of those training event dates so that I may attend on behalf of the Michigan State board.  I also made public correction of the way they used the “SMT” name in place of NIC; I did make them aware of my position on the NIC executive board.  They were not expecting to see an NIC Executive Board member on Michigan’s board, it really took them by surprise!
