Dear Administrators:

Recently NIC contacted the Arkansas State Approving Agency for Veterans Training (SAA) to ascertain the requirements to have the NIC Examinations approved for GI Bill education benefits.  The Arkansas SAA was contacted since NIC’s office is located in that state.  We were advised that the criteria for approval are that the entity making the request for approval of the NIC examinations must maintain test scores/records for a period of three (3) years and the entity must collect payment for the examination fee directly from the candidate.  

While NIC, via SMT, does maintain test scores for the required period, NIC does not collect test fees from examination candidates. The Arkansas SAA advised that each State Cosmetology Licensing Board should contact its SAA and request the forms the Board needs to complete and submit to the SAA for approval of the NIC examinations for Veterans’ Benefits. 

NIC encourages all Cosmetology licensing entities that use the NIC examinations who have not requested such approval to contact your State Approving Agency for Veterans Training to get the NIC examinations approved by the SAA in your state.  Once the NIC examinations are approved in your state your examination candidates who qualify for Veterans benefits may be reimbursed for payment of examination fees.  If you have a contract with a test administration company that requires the company to maintain the test scores and collect the examination fee directly from the candidate then it is my understanding the test administration company would be the entity to contact the SAA in your state.
